


ɍKeirans LegacyɎ is a Scottish charity which helps provide life-saving
equipment (primarily defibrillators) and training across Scotland. The
charity was founded in 2016 by Sandra and Gordon McKandie of Moray,
as a result of their son Keiran being involved in an accident with a car
that was fatal on the 20th March 2016, aged 16. The nearest ambulance
was 38 miles away and took 40 minutes to attend, the police who were
the first emergency service on the scene had no equipment. 

Finding this information out, Sandra and Gordon decided went on to
start Keirans Legacy with the mission to improve the chances of
survival for out-of-hospital cardiac arrest including trauma victims by
installing and maintaining appropriate equipment (primarily
defibrillators), training individuals in first aid and lobbying the
government to legislate to ensure emergency response services have a
national policy regarding deployment to ensure the nearest emergency
service is deployed for their use. It also assists in improving the well-
being and mental health of others by providing recreational activities.
